72-hour Pet Kit
If you have pets, take as many precautions as possible to insure their survival.  As part of your planning sessions, write a list of pet “to-do’s” and “must-haves.”  As a general rule, pets are not allowed inside shelters (excluding service animals) due to health regulations.  If you plan on taking your pet with you and keeping it outside the shelter, you will need to have a 72-hour pet kit, consisting of food, water, leashes, kennel or cage, and some plans as to how to take care of droppings.  Consider taking a tent along to the shelter.  If necessary, you could stay in it outside the shelter with your animals.  Don’t simply turn your animals loose, thinking they can fend for themselves.  In cases of disasters such as earthquakes or hurricanes, roving animals may be destroyed inn order to prevent more problems and the spread of disease.
